Installing the Metal Plate (Optional)

3 Completing Installation

Pick a clean and flat surface and secure the metal plate to the 
desired position with the foam stickers or screws (not 
included.)
There’s a magnet piece inside the camera. You can skip this 
step if the surface is made of metal. 

Secure the camera magnetically to the metal plate or metal 
surface (see figure below).

Adjust the camera angle as required.

Blooming or 

smearing may occur (which is not a malfunction), and aect the sensor’s 

endurance at the same time.

•The sensor may be burned out by a laser beam, so when any laser equipment 

is in use, make sure that the surface of sensor will not be exposed to the laser 

beam.

• Do not place the camera in extremely hot, cold (the operating temperature 

shall be -10°C to +40°C), dusty, or damp locations, and do not expose it to 

high electromagnetic radiation.
